She was recently appointed to the
organ faculty of the School of Music, Theatre & Dance at the University of Michigan.

Ms. Keller’s work as a church musician includes work in with volunteer and professional choirs and instrumental
ensembles devoted to the highest level of music for worship. She has created organ and choral scholar programs,
successful children’s choirs, and has led choirs on tour including choral residencies in the U.K. and Ireland.
